Bears Will Conquer Hrebienok Mountain 

TATRANSKÁ LOMNICA (July 27, 2011) – Already during 5th – 7th August 2011 Tatry 
mountain resorts, a.s. presents an unusual bear festival with a famous name at 
Hrebienok. The Bear Days 2011 have some novelties. The 4th year of the festival begins 
on Friday and lasts till the end of the weekend. The first day will be a tribute to Slovak 
cinematography accompanied by a concert by Marian Varga. The programme will be 
enriched by famous celebrities from a TV show named Partička. The organizers 
promise a great surprise as well...  
 

 
 

Last three years of the Bear days attracted more than 40 thousand people to the Tatras, 
especially families with children, for whom the festival was created. The highest 
concentration of bears in one place is achieved by the organizers because every bear has a 
present for each child at Hrebienok mountain. The attractive programme full of 
entertainment and getting to know the nature are the reasons why children with parents are 
looking forward to Hrebienok. 
 
The largest sculpture of the bear will be launched on the first festival day as expected. the 
organizers play the role the godparents of Kubo the Bear. They only disclosed that his weight 
is almost 400 kg, the height 220 cm and the sculpture is made of linden wood. The sculptor 
spent over 100 working hours so far creating the sculpture and has not finished yet... 
 
The actors from legendary movies Orlie pierko and Medena veža have also promised to 
attend. “The concert for Pirin” is prepared on Friday at 17:00 as a tribute to Slovak 
cinematography. Talented Marek Duchnický will play on the 100 year- old renewed 
harmonium at Hrebienok. Excellent musician and composer Marián Varga will also 
showcase his art. The songs from the mentioned movies will be on the list. 
 
 



The 4th year will also introduce new theatrical performances and a well-known bear 
programme. The main attraction of the weekend will be the performance of theatre 
TEATRO TATRO, where famous stars from the TV show named Partička are starring. 
 
Every child, who brings a teddy bear along, gets a present. Discounts for transportation by 
ground cableway will be available up to 50%. The ground cableway from Starý Smokovec, 
also used by its Majesty, the British Queen Elisabeth II, will comfortably transport families 
with children to Hrebienok. It is possible to get to Hrebienok by foot, as well, but you cannot 
get scared by “mumbles”, which move there freely. 
 
The little “bears” can dig through a container without punishment, where they find some 
goodies, they can stamp the bear´s foot or climb into the bear´s hole. They will learn much 
about the life of our biggest predator and about the Tatras´ nature in original theatrical 
performances. 
 

  

 
Andrej Bičan, the traditional TV host of this unusual bear festival, is looking forward to 
meeting the children. 
 
The bears will conquer the first Friday in August as well as the following weekend. The 
organizers decided to count the bears and reach the “bear” record.
